•  Standard Operations: Any emissions from operations not designated, under section 602 of E.O. 14057, as exempted and reported as non-standard operations. Non-Standard 
Operations are vehicles, vessels, aircraft and other equipment used by Federal Government agencies in combat support, combat service support, tactical or relief operations, 
training for such operations, law enforcement, emergency response, or spaceflight (including associated ground-support equipment). Non-Standard operations also includes 
generation of electric power produced and sold commercially to other parties.

•  Scope 1 (Covered Fleets): Emissions from standard operations from the agency’s fleet of passenger fleet vehicles.

•  Scope 1 (Other): Emissions from fluorinated gases and other fugitive emissions, on-site wastewater treatment, on-site landfills and municipal solid waste facilities, manufacturing 
and industrial processes, and from non-passenger fleet vehicles, aircraft, ships, and mobility equipment reported as standard operations.

•  Scope 1 (Facilities): Emission from standard operations of on-site fuel consumption at federal facilities, including natural gas, fuel oil, LPG/propane, coal and any other fossil fuel.
•  Scope 2 (Facilities): Emissions from standard operations of any purchased electricity, purchased biomass energy, purchased steam and hot water, purchased chilled water, 
purchased energy from combined heat/power plants, and renewable energy purchases.

•  Charging Port: Electric vehicle supply equipment connector in agency operation as of September 30 of the fiscal year as reported in FAST. 
    A charging station may have multiple ports.
